
Parking changes at the 900 N. Michigan 
garage mean that old validation tickets 
with the magnetic stripe are no longer 
valid. Please pick up, instead, a validation 
ticket with a bar code. These are available 
at the church reception desk. These tickets 
are valid on Sundays from 7:00 a.m. to 
6:00 p.m. only.

The tree at Michigan and Delaware, 
which was planted in the mid-1930s and 
has been dying for the past two years, will 
need to be cut down later this month, as it 
poses a safety hazard. A new tree will be 
planted in its place either later this year or 
next spring.
